ORDER DENYING DEFENDANTS’
OPPOSITION TO DESIGNATION

THIS MATTER is before the Court on Defendants’ Amended Notice of Opposition to
Designation of Action as Mandatory Complex Business Case (the “Opposition”). Plaintiffs filed
the Complaint in Durham County on October 16, 2009. On November 9, 2009, Plaintiffs filed a
